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DISTRICT SUPERINTENDENCY COMMITTEE REPORT
APRIL 6, 2009

The Superintendency Committee held its spring meeting at the District Parsonage with 6 in
attendance (Edie Frye — Chpn., Dean Lyons, Sally Rudolchik, Sarah Howard, Justin Shirer and
Rev. Don Cook. Edie opened the meeting with a devotional and prayer.

D.S. Sherman reported that he has been reappointed as the D.S. for 2009. He has been working
with Dean Lyons developing the District Board of Laity, restructuring the District Nurture Team
and District United Methodist Men, been involved in training for Clergy and Laity on the
Connellsville and Kane District, and visiting the churches in the District. He has also attended
the UM Women District meetings and the District Youth outings. The Worship Team that was
organized in 2008 has been very helpful with organizing the worship services for the District
Conference. Pastor Sherman is serving with District laity and clergy on the District Committee
on Ministry; as well as the Conference Discipleship Team, Equitable Compensation Committee
and Cabinet representative to the Conference United Methodist Women. In addition, he is the
Cabinet Secretary.

The D.S. and Mrs. Sherman will once again be hosting the annual picnic for the Pastors & their
Spouse/Guest, the Clergy Night Out, the retiree luncheon, and the Christmas party.

He mentioned that the Western Penna. Mission - Vision — Core Value statements are helping
everyone move in the same direction.

Dean Lyons asked the D.S. what were the positive things he was seeing when he was visiting in
the district. He reported that at the local church level, in the past 6-months, there was not a lot of
despair. People were reaching out to do ministry and missions. The Greater Uniontown
Cooperative Area is beginning to do things with other churches in the area. They realize that
they can accomplish more as a group than on their own. He also noted that there is a 50% higher
participation in the District Youth programs.

At the Conference level the Discipleship team is working to help churches do discipleship and
evangelism with new training programs. The Equitable Compensation committee is evaluating
and investing in the churches to get the right leadership.

On the District Level, the 2009 Lay Speaking class was held in Somerset. Certificates will be
given to 30 new Lay Speakers! In addition, there are 5 Certified Ministers in training and 1
moving into Candidacy.

The District Office has been relocated from the District Parsonage to 105 Pittsburgh Street in
Connellsville. With the relocation, and additional workload, the Administrative Assistant’s
hours were increased from 20 to 25. The relocation gives awareness to the community of the
United Methodist Churches. The cost for the office is $300/month plus utilities. The funds are
provided by the Conference. All in attendance drove down to the new office and the meeting
was adjourned from there.
